HB826 which would have allowed Montgomery Countestablish a public funding system for
County Council and County Executive passed the elbus died in the Senate Education Health
and Environmental Affairs Committee. Although sapgpd by the entire County Council, the
County Executive, the majority of the Montgomeryu@ty Delegation and a number of civic
groups, the bill could not garner enough commiviges to get to the floor of the Senate.
LWVMC testified on a couple of occasions and haveoairaged our delegation to support the
bill. We also had the support of LWVMD. Theralsvays next year!

President Diane Hibino testified at the County Goksbudget hearing on April 9. Her
testimony was prepared from input provided by teous LWVMC committee chairs. We
supported the idea of an increase in the propaxtynt order to maintain county services in the
face of the large budget deficit. We urged fuliding for the Board of Elections in light of the
upcoming presidential election; supported plannedling of the Housing Initiative Fund and

CIP funds to construct the new southern entrantieet®ethesda Metro station but expressed
concern about the reduction in funding for Ride--OBervices. We suggested increased support
for the Infants and Toddlers Program but raisecdteors about reduction of funding to
Montgomery Cares and the elimination of two pilaagrams, reduction in Personal Care
services and the loss of the day program at Gudédv&helter. We encouraged the Council to
continue to provide financial support for preparatand implementation of Master Plans, Sector
Plans and the Growth Policy. We pointed out thiihough we have supported the concept of an
ambulance service without fees since 1992, we rezed the need for another look at this

policy. However we recommended that the Counddydenplementation in order to look in
greater detail at the possible impacts on serwtigaty and to provide a greater opportunity for
public input.
